35Very early in the morning, while it was still dark, Jesus got up, left the house and went off to a solitary place, where he prayed.  36Simon and his companions went to look for him, 37and when they found him, they exclaimed: “Everyone is looking for you!”38Jesus replied, “Let us go somewhere else—to the nearby villages—so I can preach there also.  That is why I have come.”

13Now that same day two of them were going to a village called Emmaus, about seven miles from Jerusalem.  14They were talking with each other about everything that had happened.  15As they 

talked and discussed these things with each other, Jesus himself came up and walked along with them; 16but they were kept from recognizing him.28As they approached the village to which they were going, Jesus acted as if he were going farther.  29But they urged him strongly, “Stay with us, for it is nearly evening; the day is almost over.”  So he went in to stay with them.30Whe he was at the table with them, he took bread, gave thanks, broke it and began to give it to them.  31Then their eyes were opened and they recognized him, and he disappeared from their sight.  32They asked each other, “Were not our hearts burning within us while he talked with us on the road and opened the Scriptures to us?”
